Ceedmon’s Hymn tells us that God created the
heavens and the Earth for our enjoyment. It shows us early
Christianity in Britain. Bede was one of the greatest teachers
and writers of the Anglo-Saxon period.

Significant Female Anglo-Saxons

/Zthelfled — a military leader

Lady Godiva — the wife of The Earl of Mercia, she protested against
tax increases imposed by her husband.

Lady Wulfruna (after whom Wolverhampton is named). — she was
kidnapped by the Vikings and survived. She was gifted land which is
recorded in the Saxon Chronicles.

St. Ethelburga of Barking — the first abbess of the Benedictine Abbey
in Essex

St. Hilda of Whitby. — led one of the most important religious
centres.

The Impact of the Scots’ Invasions on Britain

The Picts and Scots lived north of Hadrian’s Wall. While the Anglo-Saxons were invading the south
from the sea, the Picts attacked from the north. The Picts did not settle in Britain; we do not know
why. Stories of invasion are in the Anglo-Saxon Chronicles.
